Program:  Recommendations from part of the North Carolina Governor’s Efficiency Study Commission created the Utility Savings Initiative  (part of the State Energy Office) to assist groups in decreasing their utility costs by millions of dollars in FY 2002-03.   Come and learn what is being done in our State’s  Facilities. To achieve these goals USI will pursue multiple strategies:

1. Electric Rate Review Program: rate appropriateness review to ensure all agencies and universities are billed on the most economical electric rate schedule and establish baseline data.
2. Operation and Maintenance Conservation Program: provide recommendations and training for no and low cost energy and water conservation opportunities including verification of implementation; provide surveys of sample facilities and equipment, including lighting, HVAC, boilers, steam traps, chillers and cooling towers; and install monitoring in a small sample of campus buildings to quantify savings.

3. Water and Sewer Review: billing data analyses to identify potential savings opportunities, and to establish baseline data for conservation efforts in the O&M Program.

4. Fuels Review for Natural Gas, Propane and Fuel Oil: study potential savings in procurement of fuels, including rate appropriateness, and prepare recommendations, offer training, and track implementation of savings measures.

5. Performance Contracting: promote the issuance of performance contracts to achieve savings during FY 2002-03, providing that adequate time is provided to allow for competitive bidding, assessments and implementation.
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
